I

We were engaged to re-audit the financial statements of the Sarva Haryana Gramin Bank ("the Bank"),
which comprise the Balance Sheet as at 315 March, 2018, and the Profit and Loss Account for the year
then ended and Schedules to financial statements including a summary of significant accounting policies
and other explanatory information. These financial statements comprises the returns for year ended on
that date of 20 branches audited by M/s SANMARKS & Associates and 488 branches audited by statutory
branch auditors including 15 branches audited by us. The branches audited by us and those audited by
other auditors have been selected by the Bank in accordance with the guidelines issued to the Bank by
the NABARD Also included in the Balance Sheet and the Profit and Loss Account are the returns from 146
branches and 14 other offices of the bank which have not been subjected to audit.

Note : We have re-examined the list of Non-Performing Assets (NPA) accounts prepared and produced
by the bank and observed that as at 31 March 2019, the bank had 110591 NPA accounts having an
outstanding balance of Rs.1657.69 crores. Based on our examination of these accounts, it has been
observed that during the period under audit the bank had classified 50282 accounts amounting to
Rs. 911.77 crore as fresh NPA and classified them as Sub Standard (SSA) as on 31.03.2019. During the
re-examination exercise 42813 NPA accounts amounting to Rs.760.23 Crore (including the MOCs) has
been downgraded to Doubtful/Loss category and as a result the bank has provided additional provision
of Rs.85.00 Crore for the same in addition to provision of Rs.281.50 Crore made by the bank during the
FY 2018-19. Out of total NPA of Rs.1657.69 Crore the bank has technically writtien-off 23296 NPA accounts
amounting to Rs.440.00 Crore as on 31.03.2019. As a result of this reexamination exercise, the financial
statements have been revised and bank has incurred loss of Rs.83.03 Crore for the year ended

Regulation Act, 1948. The financial statements
have been prepared on the historical cost basis
and conform to Generally Accepted Accounting
Principles in India, the guidelines issued by
Reserve Bank of India / NABARD and other
applicable statutory provisions, regulatory norms
prevailing in banking industry in India.

3. USE OF ESTIMATES
The preparation of financial statements requires
the management to makes estimates and
assumptions that are considered while reporting
amounts of assets and liabilities (including
contingent liabilities) as of the date of financial
statements and income and expenses during the
reporting period. Estimates and underlying
assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis
and revised if management became aware of
changes in circumstances surrounding the
estimates. Management believes that the
estimates used in the preparation of the financial
statements are prudent and reasonable. Future
results could differ from these estimates. Any
revision to accounting estimates is recognized
prospectively in current and future periods.

4. REVENUE RECOGNITION:

The preparation of financial statements requires

10.2 Provisions are reviewed at each balance sheet
date and adjusted to reflect the current best
estimate. If it is no longer probable that and
outflow of resources is required to settle the
obligation, the provision is reversed.

10.3 A contingent liability is a possible obligation that
arises on the past events whose existence will
be confirmed by the occurrence or non-
occurrence of one or more uncertain future
events not wholly within the control of the bank.
The bank does not recognize a contingent liability
but discloses its existence in the financial
statements by way of note.

10.4 Contingent assets are not recognized In the
financial statements.
